So your show has been accepted for next term – congratulations! The flow chart below breaks down the first steps in the production process, some of 
which is handled by the ADC management and some of which is your responsibility. The ADC Production Manager is there to help you every step of the

Your show has been accepted - yay!

ADC Management will apply and pay 
for the performance rights - you'll 

receive a copy of the licence once it's 
confirmed. The cost eventually gets 

charged back to the funding body for 
the show, so make sure to include it in 

your budget!

The ADC Production Manager will 
email you to introduce themselves 

and to send over some initial 
resources*, about a week or so after 

your show is accepted.

You'll then have at least one 
production meeting with the 
Production Manager, to talk 

about your ideas for the show 
and the progress you've made so 

far.

The Production Manager will 
send round some resources* for 
you to put together a budget for 
your show, as well as a contact 
list for funding bodies to send 

your application to

You'll need to start assembling a core 
production team, so open applications 

for whichever roles you're missing 
(Director, Producer, assistant 

directors/producers), as well as for a 
publicity designer (it's important to get 

a headstart on this!)

If your show hasn't already received a 
funding offer from a resident society, 

the Director and Producer should work 
together to put together a funding 

application, which can be sent out to 
student societies who fund shows at 

our venues.

Once you have your core team, 
the Director/assistant director 
should open for/hold auditions 

as soon as possible

The Producer/assistant producer 
should open the first round of 

production team applications, for 
whichever roles are necessary for 

your show*

Make an entry for your show on the 
website https://camdram.net - this 
is vital to ensure that you can book 
rooms for rehearsals etc. down the 

line!
